Teetwal Itinerary

Day 1: Arrival in Teetwal and Exploration
Morning

e Arrive in Srinagar, the nearest major city (about 90 kilometers away from Teetwal). From
Srinagar, it takes approximately 4-5 hours to reach Teetwal by road.

e Check into a guesthouse or homestay in Teetwal. The accommodation will offer you a chance
to experience local hospitality.

Afternoon

e After lunch, take a leisurely stroll through Teetwal village, where you can enjoy the serene
beauty of the valley and the surrounding Kishanganga River.

o Visit the Teetwal Bridge that connects India with Pakistan-administered Kashmir. The bridge
offers a stunning view of the river and the surrounding mountains.

Evening

e Visit the local mosque or nearby temples for a glimpse into the spiritual side of Teetwal.
e Enjoy the peaceful evening by the river or in the village meadows, taking in the natural beauty of
the surroundings.

e Enjoy a traditional Kashmiri dinner featuring dishes such as Rogan Josh, Yakhni, Gushtaba,
and Kahwa.
e Overnight stay in Teetwal.

Day 2: Nature Walks, Village Exploration, and Cultural Immersion
Morning

e After breakfast, set out for a nature walk along the Kishanganga River. The river is surrounded
by lush green forests and offers excellent opportunities for birdwatching and photography.

e You can also visit nearby villages like Keran or Khayin to witness the traditional way of life, local
farming practices, and indigenous crafts.

Afternoon
e After a nature walk or trek, head back to the village and enjoy a picnic lunch by the river.
e Explore the local markets and interact with the locals. Teetwal is home to a mix of cultures, and
you can observe the diverse Kashmiri Muslim and Pahari traditions here.
Evening
e In the evening, relax and take part in some local activities. If available, watch a local

performance or storytelling session to understand the region’s rich culture and folklore.
e Spend some quiet time by the river, soaking in the atmosphere.



Night
e Overnight stay in Teetwal.

Day 3: Visit to Border Areas and Departure
Morning

e After breakfast, head to the Kishanganga River, which forms the Line of Control (LoC) in this

area. You can visit the Teetwal border area (with permission from the authorities) to gain insight
into the security situation and see the unique environment along the LoC.

e Visit the Teetwal War Memorial to learn about the historical significance of this region.

Afternoon

Have lunch in the village or at your accommodation.
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If time permits, you can enjoy a short trek to nearby scenic spots or visit local viewpoints that
offer panoramic views of the valley and surrounding mountains.

Evening

e After your exploration, start your return journey to Srinagar. Make stops along the way for scenic

views and to capture the last moments of Teetwal’s beauty.

Night

e Reach Srinagar in the evening and check in for an overnight stay or continue your onward
journey.
