Arrival in Hussainiwala Border

o Visit the Ferozepur Fort, which offers a glimpse into the historical past of the
region. Explore the fort's architecture and learn about its role during the British
Raj.

o You can also visit the Gurudwara Sri Fatehgarh Sahib, a significant place for
Sikhs located a short drive from Ferozepur.

Afternoon:

o Head to the Sadiq Canal, a historical irrigation project built by the British. It's an
interesting site for anyone interested in the region's engineering and agricultural
history.

o Visit the Sahibzada Ajit Singh Memorial near Ferozepur to explore the
connection of Sikh history with the region.

Evening:
o Explore the local markets in Ferozepur for some souvenirs or traditional Punjabi
crafts.
